Attendance matters 
As a school, we monitor every child's attendance every day.  This is to ensure that we can work with you to 
ensure that your child attends school every day and punctually.  We recognise the impact on a child's 
progress and levels of anxiety when they miss days.  Therefore, we have invested in training staff to 
secure impactful interventions when your child comes to school. Please ensure that you reach out to your 
child's tutor in the first instance if you are concerned about their attendance. 
 
In the event of illness, please read this advice from the NHS  Is my child too ill for school? – NHS which 
states that pupils shouldn’t miss school on a precautionary basis and can normally attend with a mild 
cough or cold, unless they have a fever or diarrhoea or vomiting.   
 
Mobile phones 
As a reminder following my previous bulletin.  If your child uses their mobile phone to contact parents 
without permission, then it will be confiscated.  The same consequence will also take place if your child has 
their mobile phone out of their bag/blazer whilst on school site.  On the third time of this happening, the 
phone will be locked away, and you will be contacted to collect it from school.  It will remain in the safe until 
you are able to do so. I appreciate your support by not contacting your child on their phone during the 
school day or picking them up without speaking to a member of staff beforehand.
